SCHOOL FEES

The school fee statements for Term 1, 2018 were mailed out on Monday 19 February. The due date for
payment is on or before Wednesday 21 March 2018. If you have not received your statement by Monday 26
February, please contact me on 4777 7200 to arrange for a copy to be sent home.

The Flexible Payment Plan will again be offered as an option for the payment of 2018 fees. Parents can
complete the form online or by post. The necessary information required to take up this convenient payment
alternative will be provided with Fee Statement 1. Please note that if you wish to be included in the Flexible
Payment Plan option, all paperwork needs to be returned to Catholic Education Office, Parramatta no later than
9 March 2018.

The Catholic Education Office is committed to supporting families experiencing genuine financial hardship. If
you are having difficulties with the payment of your school fees, you are encouraged to contact the school
office to arrange an appointment with the school Principal to discuss payment options. Your situation will be
treated with care and confidentiality and an appropriate arrangement will be made for you. Please note that as
part of this process you may be required to complete a Statement of Financial Position so that the school is
able to conduct an accurate assessment of your current financial situation. Please be assured of complete
confidentiality with regards to any information you are asked to provide.

Please be advised that unless alternative arrangements have been made regarding the payment of your
account it will be assumed that full payment will be made on or before the due date. Fees are payable in
accordance with the Diocesan School Fees Policy which states “all fees are due and payable within 30 days of
the date the school account statement is issued”. Outstanding accounts will be forwarded to the Catholic
Education Office for actioning.

A reminder to all families that a term's notice (10 school weeks) in writing MUST be given to the principal
before the removal of a student or a full term's fees will be payable. The notice can be given any time during
term for the next term and where appropriate notice has been received a pro-rata credit will be calculated.
Where a term’s notice has not been given to the Principal the terms school fees will be charged for your
child/children.

Mindfulness

It's a busy world in which we live. As adults, we constantly have many
things on the go and this is also reflected in the lives of our children.
Information is at our fingertips and often being presented to us in various
forms, sometimes at the same fime. But in the rush of trying to get
everything done, are we at risk of never being present IN the moment,
and in doing so, are we losing the connection with what we are doing
and the people we are with?g

According to Harvard Health, mindfulness “is the practice of purposely focussing your attention on
the present moment - and accepting it without judgement.” Although mindfulness and meditation is
a technique rooted in many religions, it is now being examined scientifically and is noted as a key fo
happiness.



Many of our classes have introduced mindfulness techniques and/or meditation in to their weekly
routines. They are often used following a break to help children refocus from the playground to the
learning environment. Mindfulness and meditation also has benefits for those who suffer from anxiety
of an overactive mind and body, helping fo centre oneself and become more present in the
moment.
Key Mindfulness messages:

e Mindfulness is about tuning in (and paying attention) not about tuning out.

e Mindfulness helps to quieten the mind and clear the mind.

e You can train your mind to be more mindful and pay more attention.

e We are happiest when we are in the present moment.

e What we practice is what we become good at.
